CLASS PLACEMENTS FOR 2024

additional transportable classroom for 2024.  The location of this transportable is being worked through, 
and when this is known, we will finalise our room numbers. 
 
Please note that this is a provision structure and is subject to change as our enrolments alter and as the 
personal circumstances of our staff change.   
 
Kindergarten 2024 students
